
HOPE HOUSE
Hope house is a government facility for kids who have just been 
removed from their homes and are entering the orphanage 
system. They are usually kept here for a few months before the 
paperwork is in place for them to move to a permanent orphan-

age. We put on a children’s festival and had a great time playing 
with the kids. There weren’t many at the time so each kid got 
quite a bit of attention. A group from our church has been visit-
ing weekly for some time now.



TB HOSPITAL
The TB hospital outside of Chernigov is one of the darkest places I 
have ever seen. There are 700 adults and around 30 kids living 
there, some for up to two years. A few of the kids have HIV also. 
Naturally, because of the fear of TB, no one visits them. The kid’s 

living conditions are terrible. They need new windows, beds, night 
stands, flooring, school supplies, and a playground. It is by far the 
worst off hospital I have visited. We want to begin helping as our 
church resources allow. Contact us if you want to get involved.
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HOME GROUPS
After many years of having a midweek bible study, we recently 
switched to home groups, one of which is hosted in our living 
room. We felt that the switch would be healthy and promote 
stronger relationships within the life of the church.

This summer we partnered with a publishing house out of St. 
Petersburg to reprint Grudem’s Systematic, which has been out 
of print for years. We also completed the translation for Alcorn’s 
Heaven and hope to see it in print this fall. 

In Lumine, our publishing house, will also have a booth at the 
Desiring God National Conference this October, where we hope to 
network with many like-minded folk to see more resources 
develop in the Russian language.
